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Course Description


In this course we will examine what are commonly referred to as “early civilizations.” We will trace the development of humans from their days as hunter-gatherer societies though the rise and fall of ancient Greece and Rome. While we will spend a significant amount of time in and around the Mediterranean Sea we will also examine African and Asian societies. We will ask questions such as “what does it mean to be a civilization?” “In what way does technology impact the development of civilization and vice versa?” And “how does our understanding of civilization impact who we view as ‘civilized’?” Through our studies we will construct a “framework” for civilization and apply it to numerous real-world examples.
